
Top Boat of the Year
Rules and Regulations

1. All IGFA rules apply.
2. To receive any points, the participating vessel owner must be a member in good

standing with the Oceanside Anglers Club.
3. In the event that our club tournament is an OPEN tournament: If no "OAC" boat

wins first place through fifth place, NO points will be awarded. Points will only be
awarded for the place that the boat finishes.

4. All Boats MUST Leave from and Return to Oceanside Harbor, by water.
5. Release Fish that count for points are: Thresher 100lb minimum, Marlin of any

size, or any species of record or award size that member wishes to release
instead of kill. (Again, to qualify, the member MUST provide a photo with
leader in hand (Marlin), a clear photograph showing some relative scale to a
known object (Shark) a readable tape measurement and if possible a photo of a
scale with the fish weight visible for all other species.) , Released fish during a
tournament = 2 points. These points will be awarded for non-tournament, and
tournament fishing as follows: Release Fish of record size = 10 points. All
release rules stated above apply.

6. No fish will be counted that was proven to have been caught out of the OAC's
boundaries.
7. No Tackle over 130# will be allowed. If there is a doubt, the gear in question must be

presented for inspection.
8. Record fish points will be awarded to the "Boat" and "Angler". However the Boat
will retain its points if the angler is registered with another boat in our directory.
9. As an Honor Club any violation of the above rules, or an act deemed to be
detrimental to our club or fellow anglers, will be cause instant revocation of ALL
points both present and future.
10. Ties will be decided by the first of the two or more fish weighed in.
11. Points 10 points first place, 7 points second place, 5 points third place, 4 points fourth
place, 3 points fifth place, Record fish 10 points, Released fish, 2 points (rule 5 applies here for
consideration) Released Record fish 10 points (rule 5 and rule 1,4,6 from Angling rules, apply
here for consideration) 5 points for each “First Flag” will be awarded towards “Boat of the
year”
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
